3. CONFIRMATION AND DEPOSITS
A non-refundable deposit of £5 per person is
required to secure a provisional booking. Should
a booking be cancelled within 7 days of the
date required, Cave Hotel & Golf Resort shall
be entitled to charge and invoice the client
an additional sum representing the balance of
100% (including the deposit) of the booking.

4 PAYMENT
The confirmed number of players and food
and beverage reguirements must be received
in the Sales Office no later than 7 days prior to
the event.
